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CRB at GVB 
 
Glossop Volunteer Bureau is now offering access 
to the Criminal Records Bureau Disclosure Ser-
vice.  The service is offered free to volunteers, 
with a small administration charge for processing 
checks on employees. 
 
The Disclosure Service replaces the old system 
of Police Checks and is an important tool in re-
cruiting volunteers and employees safely. 
 
‘Those organisations that work with children or vulnerable adults can now access this impor-
tant service locally.  We aim to make this affordable, for the benefit of all concerned,’ said 
Sylvia Green, Director. 
 
There are a number of training and information sessions being delivered across the High 
Peak over 2005, aimed at helping people understand the Disclosure Service and how it op-
erates.  The first will take place on January 24th at Bradbury Community House and will be 
facilitated by Tony Okotie from High Peak CVS and Debbie Enever from Glossop Volunteer 
Bureau. 
 
‘This session will hopefully explain the Disclosure service, answer some common questions 
and help organisations understand how we will operate locally,’ said Debbie.

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The Glossop Heritage Trust is an 
independent organisation founded in 1986 
as a result of substantial public interest 
generated by the Glossop Exhibition of 
1984. 
 
The Heritage Centre run by the Trust (on 
Henry Street, right in the town centre), 
shows the way in which the town and its 
people have developed over the last 10,000 
years.  It enables local residents and 
visitors to gain an understanding not only of 
the history and tradition of the area, but also 
of Glossop’s unique character and its future. 
 
So what’s the ‘must see’ piece at the Centre 
right now? 
 
‘Oh it has to be the Simmondley Pit Murders 
exhibition of photographs and original 
documents!’ says Sue Hickinson, Treasurer. 
 
The more traditional visitor might want to 
take a closer look at the Francis Sumner 
uniform. The brilliant red uniform including 
helmet, epaulettes, trousers & sword is now 
on display with explanatory text.  Francis 
Sumner (1807 - 1884) was the proprietor of 
Sumners Mill (Wren Nest) from 1829 to 

1884. In 1866 
he was 
elected as the 
first Mayor of 
Glossop and 
subsequently 
became High 
Sheriff of 
Derbyshire 
and Deputy 
Lieutentant in 
1881. 
 
The Centre recently held a successful Open 
Day to show off the Centre and recruit some 
extra helpers, but Sue says there is always 
room for more volunteers to staff the 
counter and help with the mountains of 
archiving. 
 
If you don’t have time but would like to 
contribute, it only costs £5 per year to 
become a ‘Friend’ of the trust.  Call in the 
Centre to join, or visit their website on 
www.glossopheritage.co.uk.

Case Study—Glossop Heritage Centre 

Henry Street circa 1900  Just one of the hundreds of photographs the Centre has on display 
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Glossop Volunteer Bureau’s Car Scheme involves Volunteer Drivers taking people to hospi-
tal and other appointments who would otherwise struggle to use public transport.  There are 
currently 17 drivers and over 400 Car Scheme passengers on the books.  Paul Williams 
joined as a driver in November 2003.  This is his story… 

 
“I grew up in Reddish, but spent a lot of my youth travelling 
round the world.  When I was 16, my family emigrated to 
Australia - but my mum hated it so we came back after 12 
months.  When I was a little older I ended up in Israel - I 
went for a walk one day, headed for Newquay and ended 
up turning left instead of right...This was 1971/72 and it 
was a really hairy time. 
 
As a time-served Fitter, I travelled round the country work-
ing in all kinds of factories - flour mills, cotton mills, loads. 
 
I’d been visiting Glossop for a long time, as I’m a motor-
bike enthusiast and I’d made friends here.  In 1974 I met 
Margaret, my wife, and I’ve been in Glossop ever since.  
My love for motorbikes is still as strong as ever too - I’ve 
got a 1960 BSA M21 in my dining room right now.  Well I 
can’t leave it out in the damp can I?! 
 

When I was diagnosed with MS (multiple sclerosis) I had to give up work.  As you can 
probably tell, I’m not one for sitting around on my backside doing nothing.  I happened to be 
walking past the Volunteer Bureau on the High Street one day and the window display 
caught my eye.  I saw that the Car Scheme wanted drivers and I thought, ‘I can do that.’  So 
I did. 
 
The best thing about volunteering with the Car Scheme is the people that I get to meet.   A 
lot of the appointments are at hospitals, and a lot of the people I take are really poorly.  It’s 
amazing how they still keep a brave face, still keep smiling.  It’s good to see. 
 
On the other hand, you do get the odd moaner!  There’s always someone that you can’t 
please.  And the parking at any hospital is awful.  It’s a real nightmare. 
 
I do think that people should volunteer, especially for the Car Scheme.  Why?  Because you 
are really needed.  There are loads of older people going to hospital who need a bit of sup-
port.  They can’t get that with the Ambulance Service.  If they go in an ambulance they can 
be out all day, waiting around.  With a Car Scheme driver we pick them up from home, take 
them there, wait and bring them home - it might only be a 
couple of hours that way.   
 
If I had to describe in three words what volunteering means 
to me I’d say:  Keeps me busy.  Cos it does!”

Night Stop 
 
Night Stop co-ordinator, Sarah Gabriel, has 
applied for funding to facilitate the purchase 
of welcome packs for local homeless young 
people.  Items for the pack will be sourced 
locally and put together by the Hands On! 
volunteers.  
 

2005 Projects 
 
2005 is set to become an exciting time for 
the Hands On! Project. A variety of options 
will be available to the young people within 
the Glossopdale area. Opportunities for 
conservation projects have been identi-
fied and a number of partners are keen to 
be involved. For example, Derbyshire Wild-
life Trust is eager to work with Hands On! 
volunteers on a variety of projects within the 
High Peak area. The project intends to de-
velop a programme of conservation projects 
in association with such agencies that will 
widen both life skills and the environmental 
awareness of volunteers.  
 
The young volunteers also identified a need 
to promote healthy lifestyles and are in the 
process of organising a keep fit class spe-
cifically for teenagers in the Glossopdale 
area. A venue is to be sought and a volun-
teer instructor is being found. 
 
Hands On! has also linked with the Riders 
for the Disabled at the Etherow Centre in 
Broadbottom.  Here, volunteers from the 
project will assist the riders at the centre 
and gain a national accreditation.  
 
Residentials are also to feature within the 
programme, with the Youth Hostel Associa-
tion keen to host environmental and outdoor 
activity events. 
 
High Peak Community Arts have also been 
approached to support creative activities 
and promote projects planned for 2005.   

The project is working closely with St Phillip 
Howard and Glossopdale schools together 
with other local youth agencies highlighting 
the positive benefits of volunteering for 
both career and life skill development. 
 
The project will also provide opportunities 
for volunteers to access training and to 
provide accreditation where possible.
